encouraged to go out to the fields and vineyards in order to give young men the opportunity to see them, resultiiig in cour
and marriage. Rich girls would give some of their better clothes to poor girls, so that it was impossible to knowclwho was
girl and who was poor, thus eliminating the advantage that the rich had over the poor and giving poor girls an edual char
being chosen for marriage. (It is considered a great act okiodngss in our tradition to help rachnassat kalaringing a
bride under thehiuppah) It was indeed a very happy day.
