Presidentôs Message (f rom Dr .  F red  Covan)  

 Have you heard the joke, ñHow can you tell whoôs the president of the congregation?ò  Answer:  ñHeôs 
the guy with the broom.ò  The fact is that, ever since the reconstruction following the arson attack on 
April 16, 2002, Iôve been very aware of all of the physical aspects of the building.  Iôve always been  
concerned that the bulb on the Ner Talmid, ñthe Eternal Lightò, was too small.  I thought that we should 
replace it with a larger one.   There are some seats from which one cannot see the light.  However, 
the other day in synagogue, I thought about how appropriate it was to have such a small light.              
It physically represents the history of Judaism.  While our presence in the world has been small in 
numbers, our impact on Western Civilization has been monumental.  Enough of my rambling, Iôll leave 
Morris Lapidisô creation alone. 

On another topic, several months ago there was a story in the New York Times about the resurgence 
of an ancient tradition among Jews. The article described how, in some congregations, the Hevra 
Kadisha Society has been created. That is the group of Jews who volunteer to prepare the bodies of 
deceased congregants for burial.  They wash the body, dress it in a funeral shroud and place it in the 
casket.   They also sit and ñguardò the body, which is part of the tradition.  While you may recoil at the 
notion of having anything to do with a dead body, it is considered the highest level of mitzvah (good 
deed) to help someone who cannot repay you. 

Did you know we have had an active Hevra Kadisha Society at Congregation BôNai Zion for many 
years?  The Rabbi helps the volunteers if the deceased is a male and his wife directs the helpers 

when it is a woman.  I have been involved in performing this rite for several years. While it is certainly not fun, or in any way pleasant, 
it has been a very moving and powerful experience.  It is an inescapable reminder of our mortality and the necessity to live life fully 
and not waste time.  If you are interested, speak to me and/or Rabbi Dudai. 

On a different and totally unrelated topic, we are creating an endowment fund for the long term maintenance and continuation of our 
congregation.  This will allow us to include CBZ in our estate plans.  We must plan for the future and guarantee that the small light will 

continue to shine in Key West.         Shalom, Fred

The Synagogue 

Because some may think that a synagogue is a place only 

for "religious peopleó, I would like to clarify what a 

synagogue really is.  Synagogues were established, for the 

first time, during the Second Commonwealth (starting in 

the 4th century B.C.E.).  They were primarily established 

for the purpose of having a community center where 

people gathered in order to deal with the needs of their 

community and to meet with each other for a variety of 

business, social, and religious purposes.  Accordingly, 

when it was time to pray, they would pray.  That is why it 

is called Beit Knesset, "House of Assembly".  Later, it 

became a house of study and a house of prayer. 

The Jewish communityõs coming to the synagogue is 

primarily a social act, getting together with fellow Jews 

with whom we have much more in common than simply 

living in the same area and being neighbors.  This 

òcoming to the synagogueó has been beneficial in many 

ways throughout our history, both on a personal level to 

those who attend the synagogue meetings and to the 

community as a whole.  As here, the synagogue has 

become and is a cultural center; think of it as the ultimate 

community center.  Being together, in prayer or in study, 

is our way of giving honor and glory to G-d. We can be 

proud of our Key West congregation, where all Jews are 

welcome to participate in our uplifting social & spiritual 

events. 

Many of the women members of our synagogue play vital 

leadership roles on the Board of Directors and in 

planning the financial and social future of our 

congregation.  It is patent that these women provide 

wisdom, courage, and vision, and are devoted not only to 

the welfare of our Jewish members but also to all the 

people in the Keys. 

May you all be blessed for your many contributions, and 

may your reward be without measure.

QUEEN ESTHER (Contributed by Sheldon Davidson)                                                          

     Esther might well be the oddest heroine in 
the Bible: a Jewish girl who wins a beauty con-
test, marries the gentile king of Persia, and                  
ultimately uses her position to save the Jews 
from extermination.  

     Esther had been chosen to be consort to King 
Ahasuerus of Persia. The test of Estherõs               
character began when Ahasuerus appointed                 
Haman prime minister. Thereafter, Haman                 
convinced the weak -willed king to issue a               
decree of destruction against all the Jews in  his 

realm. Of course, neither the king nor Haman was aware that the 
beloved queen was Jewish.  

     She devised and implemented a remarkable plan.  Among other 
things, her plan included lulling Haman into complacency, making 
him too well satisfied to suspect a thing.  At a feast, she denounced 
Haman to Ahasuerus as a schemer set on destroying her people. In 
what many believe is among the most amusing scenes in Scripture, 
we see the king furious at Haman step out of the room. Haman 
then prostrates himself over Estherõs couch, pleading with her for 
his life. The king returns and in a  jealous rage (as Esther planned) 
believes Haman is trying to seduce his wife. Within seconds, the 
king orders Haman hanged on the very gallows that Haman had                 
prepared for Estherõs cousin, Mordecai.

This Panel covers the period of the 1920s, 30s, and 40s.  By the early 

1920s, Key West had already experienced several reversals of fortune 

affecting its merchants.  Three major industries-cigar making, sponge 

fishing and wreck salvaging-moved elsewhere, and the U.S. Naval base 

was closed down following World War I.  The cityôs population became 

significantly smaller; the number of Jewish families dwindled to only 

about a dozen by the worst days of the great depression in the 1930s 

and, yet, they succeeded in keeping the synagogue and Jewish life  

alive.  The 1940s brought a new wave of Jewish families to Key West 

during the onset of World War II, attracted by opportunities offered by 

the opening of the U.S. Navel air base and by a re-energized city. 

The photographs on Panel 4 include the Lewinsky & Pearlman stores 

(background pictures), Clara & Sam Liszt and their store in the center, 

and, going clockwise from the bottom right, the Dr. Herman Moore & 

Rose Appel Moore family, the Rose Kaplan & Jack Einhorn wedding and other of their family pictures that include Bernie Kaplan 

& Mae (Kaplan) McMahan, the Lewinsky & Appel establishments, and four of our men in uniform (J. Kawaler, J. Einhorn,                 

J. Appel & H. Moore).
