On May 14, 1948, David Bedaurion issued a Declaration
of Independence for the State of Israel. Within eleven
mi nutes of |l srael 6s founding,
behalf of the United States, formally recognized the Jewish
government as the political authority of the new Jewish state.
This swift show of support began the-going positive
Testablishment
of the nation of Israel, in the area of its historic and biblical
land, restored sovereignty to all Jews wherever they were. For
the first time, oppressed and persecuted Jews could stand up
straight, lift up their heads, and know with certainty that there

was a place to which they could immigrate and where they would be both safe and welcome.

Even in the United States, the dynamics and ambiance of Jewish life improved significantly over time. What was
missing, however, was a Jewish organiziginated to the special relationship between the United States and
Israel with a view to creating a vibrant, mutually beneficial alliance between the two countries.

CHRONOLOGICAL REVIEW:

Panel 1 - The Lat e Thi8 fafebeanphasizes the earliest Jewish families who settled in Key West and their
experiences (some difficult and some rewarding) becomin

Panel 2 - 1890 thru 1904: This panel focuses on the expansion of the Jewish community of Key West as more families
arrived and sought to be involved in religious, social and community service activities.

Panel 3 - 1887 thru 1907: This panel describes the still small Jewish community, but vibrant & continuing to expand, and
highlights its focus on establishing the first synagogu

Panel 4 - early-to-mid 1900s: This panel depicts the time period, prior to WW Il, when Key West experienced a decline
due to the loss of several industries & then the Depression, with the result that only about a dozen Jewish families
remained by the mid-1930s. Also depicted is the period of growth that WW Il brought, both in the city and in the Jewish
community. Newer arrivals to the Jewish community merged with those from long-standing families (sometimes in the
form of weddings, such as Rose Appel & Dr. Herman Moore and Rose Kaplan & Jack Einhorn) and this timeframe ended
with a sense of regained strength.

Panel 5 - 1955 thru 1968: From the addition of a social hall to the original site of CBZ in 1955, to the groundbreaking of
the current home of CBZ on United Street in 1968, t h
